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SAVED FROM A FIERY DEATH

Maimonides, the great
Jewish scholar, was chief
physician to the Sultan
(King) of Egypt. He
was a close friend of the
powertul ruler and visi-
ted him daily in his beau-
tiful palace.

among the nobles at court, one minister
who hat:d Maimonides. Again and again
he invented rumors about the Jewish doc-
tor unti! even the Sultan became
picious. After an especially vicious slan-
der, the Sultan believed him, lost his tem-
per and decided to kill Maimonides.

“Go to the edge of the city,” the Sultan
ordered his doctor, “there men are burn-
ing bricks in a big oven. Ask them if they
fulfilled my orders!” Surprised that the
Sultan should send him on such an unim-~
portant errand, Maimonides left.

The men, working at the oven, had been
told by the Sultan that soon a high person
of the palace would come to them and
would ask them: “Did you fulfill the Sul-
tan’s orders?” This person they must grab
and throw into the fire.

As Maimonides, unsuspecting of the
awful trap that had been set for him, left
the city, he was suddenly stopped by a
poor woman, who, with tears in her eyes,
cried out to him: “O great doctor! Please
come with me quickly! My child is very
sick.” Maimonides, although reluctant to
keep the Sultan waiting, felt it to be his
first duty to save human lite and he ac-
companied the woman, examined the little
girl, gave her some medicine and stayed
with her until she was out of danger.
Then he hurried to do the Sultan’s bid-

was, however,

ding.

In the meantime, the wicked minister,
knowing how the Sultan was planning the
death of the Jewish doctor, became im-
patient to find out whether Maimonides
is really dead. He therefore went himself
to the edge of the city, to the brick-makers
and quickly asked them: “Did you fulfill

the Sultan’s orders?” At once the workers
pounced upon him, seized him with strong
hands and despite his vigorous protests,
threw him into the fire.

later Maimonides arrived
and asked the workers the same question :
“Did you fulfill the Sultan’s orders?”’ And
quietly they answered: “Yes, we did.”

When Maimonides returned to the pa-
lace safe and sound, the Sultan considered
his miraculous escape from death as a
sign from G’d that he was innocent and
overjoyerd he welcomed back his friend.

SUMMER AGAIN

Strange as it may seem, the holiday of
Shovuoth, which is known as “Z’man mat-
tan Torosenu — the Seascn of the Giving
of the Law”, occurs at a time when there
begins what may be called the “Season of
the Absence of the Law”.

It is the end of the “Synagogue Sea-
son”. Many of us make plans for the
summer vacation, either for a short but
“complete” rest or to send the family
away and to join them over week-ends.
Soon, our Hebrew School will close for
the summer months and the Jewish know-
ledge, in various degrees, acquired by our
children in the past, is apt to evaporate
completely,

In short, the summer season generally
seems to some people to be a period for
greater laxity in our Jewish observances.

What can we do to ccunteract
harmful situation? We all follow a
tew simple suggestions:

1. Keep in mind that a true, Jewish
upbringiag for your children knows of

no limitations and is in no manner de-
pendable upon seasons.
2, If your child is to be away from

home during the summer, select a respon-
sible, true Jewish surrounding.

3. If at home, prevail upon your child
to attend regularly Shabbos services at
the synagogue.

4. Let a true Shabbos spirit pervade
your home atmosphere wherever you are.
A traditional Shabbos table, lights, Chal-
loth, Kiddush, a good Shabbos meal, aptly
take the place of rowing, swimming and
movies. Leave those for the rest of the
week.

5. Remember, the greater amount of
sure time at your disposal during va-
cation requires of you to observe the beau-
tiful home ceremonies more meticulously.
