THE WEEKLY PORTION

BESHALACH

"This Is My God and I will Glorify Him"
In the Song of the Sea we read the

words: "This is my God and I will
glorify him." There are various meth¬
ods commonly used to glorify God.
Some do it through building magnifi¬
cent sanctuaries for His worship.
Others do it by carving statues and
painting glorious canvasses in His hon¬
or. The Talmud presents two different
methods for glorifying God.

The first method concerns ritual. It
calls upon the Jew to beautify him¬
self before God by constructing a
beautiful sukkah, by purchasing a love¬
ly lulav and by donning "tsitsith" of
special quality. This accounts for the
great pride which a Jewish family
takes in its sukkah on the festival of
Tabernacles. It explains the great care
exercised in selecting a beautiful eth-
rog and lulav. It also explains the tra¬
ditional importance ascribed to a fine
Talith.

It is noteworthy that these mitzvoth
are all personal ones which must be
performed by each individual for him¬
self, rather than by the community or
a representative. By exercising special
care in this performance we are per¬
sonally glorifying God by the import¬
ance which we ascribe to the perfor¬
mance of His commands.

The glorification, however, is not re¬
stricted to ritual alone. It extends to
the sphere of human relations. One
•.sage in the Talmud asserts that the ulti¬
mate in glorification is emulation—a
conclusion which has been borne out

by modern studies in human psych¬
ology. "Just as He is gracious and
merciful, so are we to be gracious and
merciful," says the Talmud. Honor to
the Creator is thus reflected in respect
for his creation; homage to the Al¬
mighty is expressed by righteous be¬
havior toward humanity.

The glorification of God, therefore,
is not a matter of words or objects; it
is rather a result of the action of sub¬
jects. The personal performance of
God's will is the beginning of the
glorification. The personification of
his ethical qualities, as it were, is the
culmination of it.
