Not a single worshipper failed fo
respond, and almost every gift was an-
nounced from the pulpit, a practice
most unusual at Kehilath Jeshurun.
Men and women gave to the utmost,
and even their young sons and daugh-
ters shared in the giving. It was an
experience that will be long remem-
bered by all those who were there.

Women have taken over the work
of men. In Tel Aviv ten-year-old chil-
dren are delivering the mail.

Blood plasma and other life neces-
sities are needed and emergency hos-
pitals have fo be set up.

Far more are the needs that have
to be met. Our dollars can provide for
those needs.

Prayers will help, but they must be
accompanied by action. May our pray-
ers and our action bring victory and

peace.

""ISRAEL

IS NOT ALONE

GOD IS NOT NEUTRAL"
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A HOLIDAY MESSAGE

I AM THE LORD THY GOD

In the opening verse of the Ten
Commandments, God identifies Him-
self as the God “who took you out of
Egypt.” The purpose of this identifica-
tion, rather than any other, is worth
analysis.

The God of the exodus is clearly a
providential God. His effect upon the
lives of individuals is unmistakable.
Because of that effect, the individual
is obligated to worship Him and honor
His commandments. Thus, Nach-
manides refers to this opening verse
as the source for Kabbalat ol malchut
shamayim — the acceptance upon our-
selves of the “yoke” of the Kingdom
of heaven.

But God’s providence is not always
as clear to man’'s eye as it was in
ancient Egypt and at the Red Sea, 3000
years ago. Sometfimes it masquerades
behind seemingly historical forces. To
the sensitive religionist, however, the
divine power behind these forces is
patently clear.

None of us was a spectator in the
Purim or Chanukah episodes which
fall into this latter category. Most of
us, however, were witnesses to a
similar display of subtle providence in
1948 and 1956. All of us, thank God,
have been privileged to be partici-
pants in a further display during the
past few days.

I have no doubt but that if the
events of this week had transpired
during the period of the Mishna, their
significance would have been trans-
lated into religious ritual in such a
manner as to make Chanukah pale by
comparison.

In the absence of such a patfern, let
us, nevertheless, try to comprehend
the great religious moments through
which we are living. To recite a
shehechiyanu, while our fellow Jews
are giving their lives, would be a
sacrilege. But to fail to see in these
events the hand of God would be
blasphemous.

| spoke to an lIsraeli — a former
Sinai campaigner — this week and
said to him “There apparently is a God
in this world . . . and brave soldiers
too.” His response was quite clear:
“Make no mistake about it,” he said,
“this was nothing less than a miracle.”

This year, again, we will conduct
Tikkun Leil Shavuoth on the first eve-
ning of the Shavuoth festival.

The custom of Tikkun is an ancient
one. In days gone by, men would
gather fo read selections from the
Books of the Torah and the Talmud in
order to symbolize the importance of
Jewish learning on the holiday which
commemorates the giving of the Law.
The session would last until early in
the morning and, after reciting the
morning prayers the assembled would
return home fo sleep.

Our practice is a somewhat modified
one. We begin our program at 10:30
p.m. and we conclude at midnight. We
invite not only men but women too;
not only the old but also the young.
At this year's Tikkun program, Rabbi
Haskel Lookstein will lead the group
in the completion of the eighth
chapter of the Tractate of Berachot.
The material will be discussed in Eng-
lish and will be related to the spiritual
life of every Jewish man and woman.
Refreshments will also be served as
part of the evening’s fare.
