"'AND THESE ARE THE LAWS...!"
A Post-Sinai Religious Agenda
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MISHPATIM
"“The Details Are From Sinai Too”

Our portion from the Torah begins
this week as follows “And these are
the laws . . .”. The Mekhilta questions
why the portion begins with the con-
junction “and”. The answer offered is
that “these laws are related to the ones
in last week’s portion; just as last
week’'s laws were from Sinai so are
these laws from Sinai.”

Apparently the Torah wanted to
stress that the Sinaitic revelation of the
Ten Commandments was but one stage
in the development of a legal system
for Judaism. The post Sinai agenda
was equally Sinaitic in its authority and
significance.

We might ask, however, an
"“apikorsishe” question: are not the Ten
Commandments enough in themselves
to ensure the development of a reli-
gious and ethical human being? If a
person observes them all: monotheism;
no other gods; no blaspheming of
God’s name; Sabbath; respect for par-
ents, life, family sanctity, human free-
dom, truth and another's property;
would not such observance ensure an
ideal human being? What is missing
in the Ten Commandments that we
might need?

What is missing, primarily, is appli-
cation. These exalted general princi-
ples are just that — general, too, gen-
eral. In a living human situation they
have to be applied.

Classes in Studies in Judaism and
the Study Group held on Monday
morning and Tuesday evenings re-
spectively, will not be held this
coming week.

We know we may not kill; what,
however, is the status of man-
slaughter? We know adultery is for-
bidden; but what constitutes marriage?
Work on the Sabbath is prohibited;
how shall work be defined? Bearing
false witness is a crime; how about
vicious gossip? The answers to these
questions are derived from details. The
details begin in this week’s portion.
The Torah tells us that these details are
Sinaitic in their authority.

If you will ponder these details for
a moment you will note that here is
where Jew and non-Jew differ and
where Orthodox Judaism essentially
departs from other versions of Ju-
daism.

Almost every religionist — Jewish
or non-Jewish — believes in a Sabbath;
the difference will be in the details of
that Sabbath. Almost every religious
view calls for prayer; the difference
will be the details of how, when and
what the prayer is. We are all in favor
of fidelity among two people in love;
where we differ is how we define the
institutions of marriage and divorce.

The Orthodox Jewish position is es-
sentially that just as the general prin-
ciples are Sinaitic so are the specific
details revealed, prescribed and equal-
ly binding.

Lawrence A. Kobrin Discusses "The End Of The Jewish

People?" At The Opening Am Hasefer Meeting

A very fine discussion was held last
Thursday evening, in the home of
Rabbi and Mrs. Haskel Lookstein, by
our Am haSefer Group. The discussion
was related to George Friedmann’s
book, “The End of the Jewish People?”
The discussant was Lawrence A. Kob-
rin.

Mr. Kobrin analyzed the book as a
fairly competent review of Israeli life
but a rather superficial and often mis-
leading analysis of Jewish life in ls-
rael.

The viewpoint of the author seems
to be that Judaism is a religion of the
Jew because anti-Semites do not allow
him to fully assimilate or acculturate.
Under those circumstances, without
any anti-Semitic pressure in Israel, the
end of the Jewish People, as we know

it, may be closer at hand than we
think.

In a sense, the group felt that this
book told us less about the prophesy
than about the prophet himself. We
are able to understand the limited per-
spective of a man like Friedmann, who
can view Judaism and the Jewish
People only from the vantage point
of an assimilated outsider, rather than
a committed insider.

The general conclusion about the
book was that while it was worth
reading, it was also in need of refuta-
tion.

The next meeting will be held on
Tuesday evening, March 19th, at the
home of Mr. and Mrs. Martin Mark-
son. The book under discussion will
be: “The Gates of the Forest,” by Elie
Wiesel.
