A Report on

a Current Religious

Controversy
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THE WEEKLY PORTION
VAYIKRA

“From the Rational to the Irrational
and Back”

This week’s portion, opening the
Third Book of the Torah, presents a
legal analysis of the institution of
sacrifices. It is noteworthy that this
institution began as a rafional sys-
tem and became with the passing of
time, irrational.

While sacrifices are not understand-
able to us foday, they most certainly
had meaning to our forefathers in the
wilderness. They understoed them as
a form of expiation for sin. They con-
ceived of a “sacrificial lamb” as a re-
placement for the human sinner. In-
stead of man’s blood being spilled, the
animal loses its life.

To us today, imbued with the
thought of western civilization, this
form of expiation is to a large extent
incomprehensible. As a matter of fact,
according to Maimonides, in the
twelfth century, sacrifices were never
considered by God as a positive form
of worship. Prayer, repentance and
charity, are the only meaningful meth-
ods for atonement. The original insti-
tution was maintained in Judaism only
as a concession to the security of the
people at that time who could not con-
ceive of any form of worship other
than sacrifice.

The purpose of the Torah was, and
is, fo wean man away from material
gods and to lead him toward the
worship of the One God. If a tem-
porary ftransition, which allowed for
sacrifices, was necessary in order to
achieve this goal, God was not averse
to this concession.

The rationality — to our way of
thinking — of sacrifices, has, since
the destruction of the Temple, given
way to the more rational mode of
worship that we know today — prayer.
In prayer we do not give something
else to God. In a very real sense, we
give ourselves.

Prayer as an institution has replaced
sacrifices in the morning, in the after-
noon, and on festivals. In its essence
— beyond the formal institution itself
— prayer is a successor to sacrifice
because it realizes the purpose of a
“Korban”. That word in Hebrew
means to draw near. Through prayer
man can achieve the nearness to God
in reality which, through sacrifice, he
could only achieve symbolically.

PREPARING FOR PASSOVER

The most important factor about
Passover is the prohibition of eating
chametz during the Holiday. Chametz
is defined as one of the five principal
varieties of grain which has come in
contact with water and been allowed
to ferment. Typical examples of
chametz are, of course, breads, wheat
cereals, alcohol and other substances
which have grain in them.

in addition, on Passover we are
not permitted to eat even the most
minute quantity of chametz. Conse-
quently, we avoid using any processed
food whatsoever which does not have
reliable rabbinical endorsement as be-
ing kosher for Passover.

In the event that our readers have
questions about a particular product
endorsed by an individual rabbi, an
inquiry to the synagogue office will
assure them of reliable information.

Sale of Chametz

In addition to not eating chametz
on Passover, Jewish law forbids us to
have any chametz in our possession.
Whatever we cannot dispose of be-
fore the holiday may be sold in ac-
cordance with Jewish law. Such sale,
however, requires authorization. Those
who wish to do so may see our rabbis
personally to authorize them to sell
their chometz. Those who cannot do
so may use the form below, which
will serve the same purpose.
